* Please set up your camping tent after checking in.
* Check-out: Sunday morning between 7:15 a.m. and 8:00 a.m.

Security and Safety:

* For every (2) children there must be (1) responsible parent/guardian.

* A parent or legal guardian must accompany their children for the duration of the event.
Children accompanied by an adult other than a parent/guardian will not be admitted.

* Railroad Park Rangers and Birmingham Police Department will be on-site to assist as needed.

* Railroad Park closes to the public at 11:00 p.m. After this time, Family Camp-out Night participants will
remain securely within the Camp-out perimeter.

* Any medications should be in an unopened container. To avoid allergic reactions, outside food and drink
are not permitted, unless authorized ahead of time by the Railroad Park Foundation staff.

* Please plan to stay with your family for the duration of activities. Event schedules will be provided to plan
your Camp Out experience in advance.

* Please help us keep Railroad Park pristine by cleaning up around your camping area before leaving.

Turn
right. Turn Left at the corner of 14™ Street and 1** Avenue South.

From Interstate 65 North/ Huntsville: Take I-65 S to exit 259-B onto 4™ Avenue South. Turn left onto 14™ Street.
Turn right onto 1* Avenue South .

From Interstate 59/20W /Gadsden: Take I-59/20 W to exit 126-A. Follow Carraway Blvd to 1% Avenue North. Turn
right onto 1% Avenue North. Turn left onto 18" Street. Turn right onto 1% Avenue South.

From Interstate 59/20 E / Tuscaloosa: Take I-59/20 E to exit 124-A to merge onto 1-65 S. Take 259-B onto
4th Avenue South. Turn left on 14th Street South. Turn right onto 1% Avenue South.
